MEET ROGER HANEY

First memories of flying was
a trip to my grandparents in Yakima,
Washington in 1968, when | was 5.
We had icing on a "Gooney Bird"
flight from Yakima to Spokane, and
had to make an emergency landing
to remove the ice. Having no idea
what was going on, | thought it was
the most adventurous thing and was
hooked on flying. Wanting to be a
pilot from a young age, my hopes
were dashed in third grade when |
received the news | would never get
in the military to be a pilot due to
my deteriorating eyesight. (If only

they had Lasik when | was growing
up - since | had it done | am now 20/15)

Not being able to fly led me to ride and race motorcycles from age 12, and
eventually to skydiving in college. | did get to "fly" a few short legs for the pilot in the
C206, generally holding the course of an already trimmed plane. After college |
joined the Army, where | was able to skydive from helicopters in many parts of the
world. Graduate school returned me to poverty and | had to sell my skydiving gear
and kept me out of aviation for many years. The only aviation fix | could get was the
yearly airshow - which | never missed.

Returning to the workforce after graduate school, | have spent several jobs be-
ing flown around commercially. | fly about 100,000 miles a year nationally and inter-
nationally for my job. | would always spend extra time checking out the planes,
talking to pilots, and grabbing a flying magazine to read on the planes. In November
1999, | decided one Saturday morning to see what it would take to fly and drove to
the new Bergstrom Airport to see what | could find out.

3 hours later, | found myself driving home with the biggest grin on my face,
having had my first lesson. By October | had soloed, and had my ticket in February
of 2000. As summer came on and the clouds built, | began to work on my Instrument
ticket. Things were slow going and | finished the Instrument rating in January 2002.
After that, the plane | was renting was sold and all they had left to train on was a
Seneca - so | took up multi-engine flying. The flight school was getting rid of their
fleet, so to keep from loosing that plane, | was forced to purchase it. My Multi-
Instrument ticket was punched that August, and | have been flying Senecas since
that time.

had moved the Seneca to a lease back program, and even purchased another
one to put into a shared ownership group, but all of these grand ventures have come
to an end. Shortly before moving to Lakeway this summer, the instructor leasing the
training plane was lost in an accident in Florida, and the newer plane group never
got enough members. So the newer plane is starting a new life in Panama this
month, and N42752 has a new home on the Lakeway ramp.

With family spread all over Texas, most of my flying is done in the state, with
the occasional trip to a neighboring state. | am also a pilot for Angel Flight, so | take
the occasional trip to return someone from their chemo appointment in San Antonio
to their home.
